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Custom Itinerary for The BCCClub – San Juan Islands Tour
Day One (Monday, August 24 – Victoria and Salt Spring Island, Canada):  At 8:30 a.m., the BCCClub members and guests will meet at CycleTreks’ offices located at: 1000 Wharf Street in the Victoria Beautiful Inner Harbour area of Victoria, BC.

Ride Options:


Group 1 [60 Miles] Group 1 will ride the picturesque seaside touring route along the eastern coast of Saanich Peninsula.  This classic road ride forms the training grounds for many national level Canadian cyclists.  On this route, we ride by Oak Bay, Ten Mile Point and the quiet farms and vineyards of Saanich Peninsula.


Group 2 [35 miles] Group 2 will ride the Lochside Trail which is part of Victoria’s famous Galloping Goose Cycling Network.  This trail traverses bird sanctuaries, active farmlands, seaside trails and train trestles on its way to the quant seaside village of Sidney, BC.  Incredible views of the Coastal Mountains, including the massive Mount Baker volcano, make for unparalleled vistas.

   
After a short hike, both groups will meet for a catered lunch at Mount Douglas Park which offers a 360 degree view of the Coast Mountain Range, Mount Baker, the Gulf and San Juan Islands, Vancouver Island and the Olympic Peninsula.  From Mount Douglas Park the groups will cycle to the Wisteria Inn on Salt Spring Island.

Day Two (Tuesday, August 25 – Salt Spring and Galiano Islands, Canada):  The day starts with a delicious gourmet breakfast at the Wisteria Inn. 

Group 1 [50 miles] Group 1 will start the day with a 25-mile loop of the remote area of northern Salt Spring Island.  
Group 2 Group 2 will have the option of kayaking in the Ganges Harbour or spending time exploring the unique markets and Artisan shops.
  
Both groups will meet for a late morning private charter to the north end of Galiano Island.  Then, the groups will cycle the length of the island [25 miles], taking several short breaks to go on picturesque hikes, including a hike of Pebble Beach and its many tidal pools.  
Day Three (Wednesday, August 26 – Pender Island, Canada):  The BCCClub members and guests will catch the BC Ferry to Pender Island.  Pender Island is made up of two islands, separated by a man-made channel that was dredged in 1903 to create a safe passage for steamships. Historic 2,000-year-old trails still exist in this area. The day’s end brings us to one of the most beautiful harbours in all of BC:  Poet’s Cove at Bedwell Harbour.

Day Four (Thursday, August 27 – Vancouver Island and Victoria, Canada):  The BCCClub members and guests begin the day with a private charter back to the north east coast of Vancouver Island.  Both groups will ride the Lands End Road and the northwest tip of Saanich Peninsula.

In the afternoon, there are various options available, including: 
· 3-Hour Guided Kayaking Tour in Saanich Inlet  [Additional Expense:  @CD$50.00 per person]
· Butchart Gardens Eco-Adventure Tour – Includes admission to the Gardens and a 45-minute guided boat ride in Tod Inlet and the local waters of Brentwood Bay  [Additional Expense:  @CD$50.00 per person]
· Cycling through the Highlands – A challenging cycling ride through the Highlands [No additional expense]
